The festival, which is regularly broadcast nationwide on public television and radio, is listed as
one of five significant global holiday events in the New York Times International Datebook,
and has been featured in hundreds of other publications, including 7V Guide, Wall Street Jour-
nal, and the Los Angeles Times.

Please arrive with ample time
to spare because you may have to walk some distance from the parking lot to Skoglund Center,
and the crowd in the entrance foyer can be large.

Parking is available in any campus lot. Handicapped parking for those with the appropriate
certification is available near the Skoglund Center entrance. Please check with staff members
directing traffic for specific parking areas.

Courtesy shuttle buses are provided from Buntrock Commons to Skoglund Center beginning
